The purposes of this study were to study 1) perceived corporate image of
Suranaree University of Technology (SUT), 2) the factors that affected the intended
selection of Suranaree University of Technology by students with the high academic
performance results in lower-northeastern regions, 3) the correlation of corporate
image factor affecting the selection of SUT in the viewpoint of the students with high
academic performance results in the lower-northeastern regions, 4) the correlation of
curriculum factors affecting the selection of SUT .in the viewpoint of the students with
high academic performance results in the lower northeastern regions, and 5) the
correlation of personal reason factor affecting the selection of SUT in the viewpoint of
the students with high academic performance results in the lower northeastern regions.

In this study, intended selection factors consisted of image factor, curriculum
factor, and personal reason factor. The population comprised senior high school
students with the highest grade point average in Mathematics-Science in the lower
northeastern regions: Nakhon Ratchasima, Buri Ram, Surin, and Chaiyaphum; 497

students were sampled.



The results of the study showed that perceived corporate image of Suranaree
University of Technology could be divided into five factors; namely appearances:
peaceful, clean, polite, and continuous improvement; abilities: clever, stable, active,
and fast; education: serious, stressful, useful, and difficult; lifestyles: down-to-earth,
and rural; values: expensive and modern; and academic performance results. It was
found that factors affecting the selection of the university by senior high school
students were threefold: corporate image, curriculum, and personal reasons; and that
the three factors showed correlations with the selection of SUT by senior high school

students.
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
