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3. To examine whether the activities are sufficient
4. To study student participation in activities

5. To study the usefulness of the activities to the student

The data analysis is in 2 parts:-

1. Analysis of the correspondence between SUT student activities
and the MUA recommendations, using data acquired from the Student
Affairs Division during the academic year 1998,

2. Analysis on the correspondence betwaen apiivities on the one
hand, ana requirements and interests on the other of the sufficiency of SU
student activities.

The data was acquired from 1,560 undergraduate students out of the
total of 5,087 (30.67%) by distributing the questionaires fo students living in
SUT dorms. The data was analyzed for frequency, percentage, average and

standard deviation.

The results of the research can be summarized as foiléws:~

1) In the academic year 1998, SUT offered activities conforming to
MUA standards in all aspects, Le. in quality of cbjectives, diversity of
activities offered, and in quality of administration, '

2) 54 activities in 33 student clubs in the year 1998 were, all over,
appropriate to the demands and interests of SUT étudents.

3) In the students' opinion, the activities were sufficient.

4) Most students were involved in activities offered by SUT.

5) The students gained the most from student activities as members
of the Student Councils, members of the Students' Body or administrative
members of the Clubs, but gained only moderately from merely participating

the activities as non-members.
