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Abstract

The research aimed to detect and study factors affecting learning effectiveness of

students of Suranaree University of Technology in selected courses. The general population of
interest consisted of all the students of Suranaree University of Technology who took these courses as
well as the instructors and other concerned people. A total of 1490 students were chosen to be a
sample population from all intakes, from all majors. The primary research instrument consisted of the
written survey from students as well as interviews with the instructors of the course.

The findings have been summarized as follows:

Students lack background knowledge and skills, especially in mathematics and science.
Students lack the values and behaviors to successfully pursue a university education, as
evidenced from absenteeism and truancy.

. Students lack maturity in studying as well as discipline, exhibiting irresponsibility for their own

welfare.

Too few instructors limit the teaching effectiveness: too many students in one class.

The environment in the dormitories or classroom builidng are not conducive to individual or
small group study outside of the classroom.

The content of some subjects are not commensurate with the time allocated in each trimester:
too much content for such a short time. Students are unable to assimilate content in such a
limited time. Moreover, students study many courses at the same time thus unable to find
adequate time for each course. .
