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Abstract

A study of the process of developing a youth-friendly sexual health service
aimed to develop a youth-friendly sexual health service system by analyzing the
readiness of health facilities and youth’ s expectation on a youth-friendly sexual health
service; developing service providers’ skills; developing the guideline of sexual health

service practices; and drafting a youth-friendly sexual health service system model.

The results revealed that;

There are both public and private sectors organized youth-friendly sexual health
services. Various different in readiness for policies and patterns were found. While, youth
were expected the highest levels of a youth-friendly sexual health service in terms of
service provider and delivery; location and environment; and low spending.

The development of the service model in two ways, namely, the development
of existing sexual health services to provide more comprehensive services and
development of new service models, such as development of space for understanding
and accessible to sexual health for youth; prepare children and young adolescents to
glow to be a sexual healthy people; development the youth leaders for encouraging an
access to Youth-Friendly Sexual Health Systems; Training the health providers and
volunteers for increasing access to a youth-friendly sexual health service; and the

guideline practice of youth-friendly sexual health services has also been developed.

A model of Youth-friendly sexual health services has also been drafted. The
youth- friendly health services system should be included 5 characters; accessible,
equitable, acceptable, appropriate and effectiveness. The sexual health services
provided for youth should be friendly, namely, service delivery, health workforce,
Information system, medical product / vaccine and technology, financial, leadership and
good governance and family and community participation. In addition, the youth-friendly
sexual health care service will be divided into three levels: level 1 Counseling and risk

assessment, level 2 Screening and treatment, and Level 3 Advance treatment and care.
